Foals and young 
horses are shown by 
students in shows, 
events and 
happenings.





Before horses are 
breaked to saddle, 
students work them  
with long reins, do 
lungeing  and loose 
jumping.





Backing the 
youngsters will 
start in the spring, 
when horses are 3 
years.



Youngsters will 
learn to carry rider 
in all paces. They 
will be ridden 
outdoors as much 
as possible. This 
period will last 6-8 
weeks. 



After schooling 
period horses will 
spend summer in 
pasture.



The schooling program 
for 3-year old horses 
continues after summer 
for 6 months. After this 
period the horses will be 
divided in two groups: 
teachers will go on 
working with the other 
group, students go on 
with the other.
